Å 92% of newly reported HIV/AIDS cases in Washington, DC are Black

Å Among all women in Washington, DC, Black women consist of 91% of those 
living with HIV/AIDS.

Å Among all women in Washington, DC, Black women consist of 93.2% of 
newly reported AIDS cases 

Å In Washington, DC, Black men who have sex with men (MSM) comprised of 
58% of people living with HIV/AIDS.
